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Introduction

The Maternity Safety Thermometer is a tool being developed nationally to measure outcomes in maternity care from theipersptée woman and her

To date testing has been small scale but the Maternity Safety Thermometer has now joined the national pipeline of Nelib®&aéesy Thermometers

and is expected to start wide scale testing in Octafegionally. Like the other Safety Thermometers we are collecting data across the health economy and
aim to establish a baseline from which we can later measure improvement starting over time. We have developed the guildefiritions to
accompany tfs tool in conjunction with the expert panel.
