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Introduction  
 

The Maternity Safety Thermometer is a tool being developed nationally to measure outcomes in maternity care from the perspective of the woman and her 

baby.  It is being developed by an expert panel in conjunction with the National Safety Thermometer Team, the expert panel is comprised of 

representatives from strategic partners involved in maternity care including Royal Colleges, societies and associations, researchers, academics, key 

women’s groups and clinicians, and women and their partners. 

  

The Maternity Safety Thermometer is open to any organisation wishing to participate, like other Safety Thermometers we are collecting data across the 

health economy and aim to establish a baseline from which we can measure improvement over time.  The guidance and definitions, which accompany this 

tool, were developed in conjunction with the expert panel, who meet on a monthly basis. 

 

This report provides feedback for organisations participating in the pilot and for the Next Generation Safety Thermometer Steering Group, we will display a 

monthly organisational participation log, and keep a record of attendance of WebExs, face to face meetings, as well as data on the number of women 

surveyed each month. 

 

The report was designed to assist you in tracking your participation and engagement throughout the pilot, the latest version will be published and available 

for download on the Safety Thermometer Webtool each month.  Figures in this report are compiled from the aggregated data of all participating 

organisations, but as the number of participating women and organisations, typically fluctuate each period so care should be used when interpreting the 

data.    

 

This month’s test has been carried out using Version 24 of The Maternity Safety Thermometer and is collected using the Survey Monkey submission 

platform.
